Description - 
· New to WASC as of the 2012 convention, this award is designed to recognize the council members who support student leadership activities in their building and community, but may not get the recognition that they deserve. It may be the the executive board member who took the position that fit their strengths rather than the one with the most accolades, the representative who always attends every event early to set up and late to clean up, the member who is always reliable no matter if he/she was the chair or organizer of the event, the “super fan” for all of your spirit events, or even a new freshman who has dedicated more time to your student organization than many of your established members -- WASC would like to recognize them in a formal setting. 

Award Details - 
· Each council can nominate one student for the Hidden Hero Award.  Every nominee will be recognized on stage at the WASC convention.  Every candidate who then demonstrates a thorough representation of the criteria will be recognized again on stage and presented with an award. Note that an unlimited amount of students may receive this award statewide. (Judging criteria is like that of Honor Council. If the student is deemed fit to a set majority of criteria from the application process, then they will receive the Hidden Hero award.)
